RULE 1103. ANNUAL REPORTING. (Adopted 9/15/1980, revised 1/21/2010)

A The District reports annually to the general public any exceedance recorded at county monitoring stations of
the primary National Ambient Air Quality Standards as described in Title 40 Part 50 of the Code of Federal
Regulations.

B. The annual report will be made available on the District’s website, and paper copies will be available as

requested by state, county and city agencies, libraries, schools, and interested members of the public.

C. In reporting exceedances of primary National Ambient Air Quality Standards in the annual report to the
public, the District will provide, for each exceedance, and for each pollutant, the following information:

1. City name or other area designation as appropriate;

2. Site location;

3. Date of exceedance; and,

4. Measured concentrations of the pollutant greater than the standard.
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
