RULE 206. CONDITIONAL APPROVAL OF AUTHORITY TO CONSTRUCT OR PERMIT TO
OPERATE. (Adopted 10/18/1971, revised 5/1/1972, readopted 10/23/1978, revised
10/15/1991)

The Control Officer may issue an Authority to Construct or Permit to Operate to any new, modified, or
reevaluated source for which a permit is required, subject to specified written conditions. Such conditions are
for the purpose of ensuring that construction and operation of the source complies with all applicable local,
state, and federal air quality laws, rules, and regulations. Thisincludes, but is not limited to, Section 44382 of
the Health and Safety Code. Commencing construction or operation under such an Authority to Construct or
Permit to Operate shall be deemed acceptance of all the specified conditions. The Control Officer shall issue a
new Permit to Operate with revised conditions upon receipt of an application, if the applicant demonstrates that
the source can operate in compliance with all applicable local, state and federal air quality laws, rules and
regulations. Failure to comply with any condition specified pursuant to the provisions of thisrule shall be a
violation of thisrule as well as of the applicable section of the Health and Safety Code.
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
